ABSTRACT


This report was prepared at the request of the United States Department of Defense because they have been seeking an objective analysis of the effectiveness of two marvel super heroes to hire one for the defense of the nation.  Unknown threats and the many different climate conditions of the United States make it hard to choose one hero.  An analysis was made of the top two heroes – Thor and Captain America – to recommend which hero should be selected by Department of Defense.

The analysis was conducted by laboratory testing (natural elements), laboratory testing (skills), by a review of the literature, and by a bystander/observer satisfaction survey.  The following findings resulted from our analysis:
Findings Concerning Thor
· Thor’s strength is obviously his strength.  Durability unsurprisingly comes along with the strength.  His intelligence might be on the lower side when compared to fellow heroes but he makes up for it with speed and fighting skills.  His total skill number is 29.
· Survey results are varied, but tend to be more positive than negative, based upon the fact that those taking the survey are still breathing.  Thor’s ability to fly always provoked extra credit points in surveys.
· The literature reveals a variety of effects Thor has on people as well as options for further consideration in expanding the safety of the United States.
· Thor himself can withstand extreme heat, cold, and wind.  Thus he is likely to fight well for you no matter what part of the United States he is asked to defend or what type of weather is occurring at the moment.
Findings Concerning Captain America  
· Captain America’s strength is his fighting skills and friendly personality.  His intelligence also makes him a valuable asset.  His ability to assess a situation and think through the best way to defeat a threat with the least amount of damage is favored by many.  His total skill number is 18.
· Survey results are varied, but tend to be more positive than negative, based upon the fact that those taking the survey are still breathing.  Captain America’s positive attitude always helps to bring light to the dark times of attack.
· The literature reveals a variety of effects Captain America has on people as well as options for further consideration in expanding the safety of the United States.
· Captain America can withstand extreme heat, and cold.  He isn’t affective in the wind.  Thus he is likely to fight well the United States as long as the winds don’t exceed 100 miles per hour.

The conclusions and recommendations follow:
Conclusions
 Both Thor and Captain America have fought for civilians everywhere.  Both Thor and Captain America are attractive and would be great publicity for any nation.
Although Captain America beats Thor in intelligence and speed, when it comes to efficiently fighting a threat, Thor’s strength, durability, and energy projection give him the edge.  
Thor is more efficient in defeating a threat.
It is clear that Thor will keep more people alive and cause less damage to a city in the process, just saving the governement money.
Consequently, both in terms of investment realistic defense, Thor is the better choice.
Recommendation
 The United States Department of Defense should select Thor to hire for the defense of the nation.
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INTRODUCTION


Background

Keeping a country safe is very complicated in this day of superheroes and villains.  The rate at which villains are coming out of the wood work, and cities are being terrorized and destroyed, has caused the Secretary of Defense to budget funds towards hiring one marvel superhero to protect the country.  Preliminary research suggests that there are two candidates that could best single handedly handle the onslaught of evil that crops up out of nowhere. The following report will provide results related to testing all throughout the country.  Since this report is being provided for the Department of Defense, the analysis will focus on the ability of the two marvel superheroes ability to defend an area.

The report is written exclusively for the Department of Defense and is not intended to offer conclusions for any other nation.  The report is copyrighted and thus cannot be reproduced in any way, shape or form without the written consent of the Chief Executive Officer of Superheroes Unlimited as well as the two superheroes in question.

The report is being produced for the government so it may become classified.  In that case, Superheroes Unlimited asks that no one come in and destroy all of our data and hard won research and facts.  We will willingly black out all necessary portions of the report.

This report and analysis should be replicated every six months as heroes are emerging constantly, and the threat at hand might be better dealt with by a fresh set of muscles and power.  It is important that research not die as many of us will if the right candidate isn’t chosen for the job.


COLLECTED DATA


An analysis was made of the qualities and characteristics of Thor using the standard analytical techniques which are unique to Superheroes unlimited.  Captain America was then analyzed in a parallel manner.  Findings, interpretation of findings, and conclusions were developed for each hero.  An overall recommendation will then be made concerning which marvel hero should be selected by the Department of Defense for the safety of us all.

Laboratory Analysis:

Thor was tested under all weather conditions.  Extreme cold weather conditions down to
 -1000 F, and extreme heat conditions up to 1000 F.   These conditions were achieved by placing the hero in a lab where we were able to imitate the environments of different planets where these temperatures are common place.  Thor did not freeze in place until the lab reached -900.  Thor’s hammer stuck to his armor however at  -700.  He was still able to slowly swing his arms up until he froze in place.  The extreme cold did not affect his heart which kept beating strongly throughout the whole process.  The extreme heat did not kill Thor either.  However, he kept slipping on his own sweat.

Thor was also tested under extreme wind in desert conditions as that is a possibility in several parts of the United States. Analysis of Captain America

Laboratory Analysis:

Captain America was tested under all weather conditions.  Extreme cold weather conditions down to -1000 F, and extreme heat conditions up to 1000 F.   These conditions were achieved by placing the hero in a lab where we were able to imitate the environments of different planets where these temperatures are common place.  Captain America did not freeze in place until the lab reached -850.  Captain America’s shield never froze to his suit.  He was able to wink up until -850.  The extreme cold did not affect his heart which kept beating strongly throughout the whole process.  The extreme heat did not kill Captain America either.  Captain America did not slip on his sweat, instead he used it to easily slide around.

Captain America was also tested under extreme wind in desert conditions as that is a possibility in several parts of the United States.  Winds up to 200 miles per hour were procured in our state of the art testing lab.  The sand blowing all around made it difficult for Captain America to see anything.  He used his shield to protect his face from the wind but he was pinned against the wall unable to move through the winds once they reached the speed of 100 miles per hour.
